Nature’s haven in the heart 
of the neighbourhood
Along the western edge of Officer Fields lies the 
serene trails and waterways of Upper Gum Scrub 
Creek. Extensively landscaped and rejuvenated to 
create a unique blend of open space and intimate 
connection with nature, the creek reserve offers a 
tranquil oasis amidst the hum of daily life. A haven 
for diverse flora and a chorus of birdsong, the habitat 
has been specially designed to support local and 
native species, as well as provide a peaceful retreat 
for residents to take in nature's beauty.

Enhancing biodiversity
The waterway design involves 
creating habitats tailored for local 
wildlife, like the Growling Grass Frog 
and Southern Brown Bandicoot. 
Rock hollows and native plants and 
trees create places for local species 
to thrive, while vibrant pollination 
corridors teeming with colourful 
flowers support essential bee activity.

Supporting community
The heart of community life beats 
in its central park, designed to be 
a vibrant gathering space that 
unites residents. An expansive 
reserve runs east to west across 
the neighbourhood, creating a 
continuous, green thread that 
invites residents to walk, run, cycle, 
or simply sit and enjoy the serenity 
of the open spaces.

Thinking sustainably
In addition to the preservation of 
many existing trees, large canopy 
trees are being planted throughout 
the neighbourhood to provide both 
cooling shade and natural beauty. 
Wherever possible, plants, trees, 
and materials have been sourced 
from local industries, helping to 
support the economic wellbeing of 
the wider community.

Preserving the landscape
Our approach works with the 
natural undulation of the land, 
minimising alterations to the terrain, 
and respecting the inherent beauty 
of the landscape. A notable feature 
is the unusual abundance of large 
lots, which not only allows for fewer 
roads and ample green space but 
also offers residents the luxury of 
spacious backyards.

Robert and Martha Officer’s  
family lived at Greenbanks until his 
death in 1881. Given this precinct 
includes the largest park in the  
estate and is designed for growing 
families, it seems fitting to name it 
after a prominent matriarch in the 
town’s history..

Greenbanks

northernmost edge, you’ll find some 
larger lots with views of Pakenham 
Bushland Reserve and enough space 
to accommodate triple car garages.

Robert Officer’s homestead was 
known as ‘Greenbanks’. Located 
near Berwick, the homestead was 
surrounded by thick timber forests 
logged for firewood and supplied to 
Melbourne via the Gippsland train.  
The area was later cleared to  
make way for apple and pear 
orchards. Greenbanks is situated 
directly opposite Pakenham  
Bushland Reserve. 

Robert’s Run
Robert’s Run is the new gateway to 
Officer Fields. Situated at the western 
entrance to Officer Fields, Pratincole 
Boulevard connects you to the whole 
community. Enjoy a stroll along  
Upper Gum Scrub Creek—a natural 
green trail that weaves through the 
area and connects you to surrounding 
reserves and trails. An alluring 
extension of your own backyard, 
Robert’s Run offers tranquil spaces to 
unwind as well as a variety of lot sizes 
for our diverse community.

 
Once used as farmland, this precinct 
celebrates the area’s agricultural 
history.. The best of both worlds, 
Robert’s Run offers residents a rare 
opportunity to live near nature while 
remaining close to everything you 
need: from shops and restaurants to 
transport, local schools, and more.
